Engineers from the Lauderdale Lakes radio station tracked the signal to 2301 NW 60th Ave. in Sunrise and BSO detectives recorded some of the bootleg transmissions.

The detectives also said they saw a radio antenna attached to a palm tree in the front yard with a black cable running into the home.

A man in the house, Sitho Bains, 41, of Lauderdale Lakes, was seen looking out of a window and was questioned. He signed a consent form and allowed BSO detectives to enter the house and seize his radio equipment.

Bains was charged with one count of unauthorized transmission/interference with public radio station, a third-degree felony. He was taken to the Broward Sheriff's Office Main Jail where he posted $1,000 bond.
